Access Degree Works via the UNA Portal. Click on the Academics tab and select Degree
Works under the Degree Planning link.

Once you have logged into Degree Works, you will be taken to your Degree Audit
Worksheet.

Select the What If Audit under the What-if tab next to the Academic tab from the main Degree
Audit menu
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The What If scenario requires that you enter the appropriate combination of catalog year,
degree program, major, and concentration if necessary.
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5. If astudent is wanting to seek a 2" degree, major, or certificate, they will select the program
from the ‘Additional Areas of Study’ block by selecting drop down arrow and clicking the plus
button (+) and adding the additional program.
