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Current Status of Reciprocity legislation: While multi-state licenses are not currently being 
issued, the usual state reciprocity or endorsement processes are being observed until a Compact 
Commission is instituted and fully operational. 

For Our Graduates: Graduates from our BSW and MSW programs can qualify for reciprocity 
or endorsement processes with 31 states. State-specific reciprocity licensure requirements must 
be met, which minimally include: 

�x Documentation of your degree 
�x Verification of your current license 
�x Supervision hours 
�x ASWB exam scores 

We are committed to supporting our graduates through this process and ensuring they have the 
resources needed to navigate licensure reciprocity successfully.
